Anyone can propose an issue and a proposal at any time 

	Title
	< write a representative title for the issue>

	Background
	<describe the problem and report where the problem comes from>

	Old Proposal
	Proposal is a solution to the above problem that can be decided with “yes” or “no”.  A proposal may be rejected and stay open for revision. All proposals are listed. 
<in Current Proposal entry write the proposals which are open for a decision. This entry may contain multiple alternatives.>

<In Old Proposal entry, you may write all the others >

	Current Proposal
	

	Outcome
	<write the decision that has been taken along with date and place of this event>

If this entry is completed, this means that the issue has been “closed” 

	Status
	<write the word  “proposed” if there is no proposal,  write  the word “open» if there is a proposal, write the word “done”  if there is an outcome >

	Working Group
	

	Starting Date
	<write the date of the first appearance of the issue>

	Closing Date
	<write the date of the decision taken >. An issue cannot be reopen but a new issue should be defined if a formal decision is questioned.
